For us, the wait at the 5 corners at 7:30 am and 5:30
pm is on average 20 mins per trip, x5 days a week for a total of 3 lost hours
sitting at the 5 corners. If there were less traffic at this intersection, it would
be safer to travel through on foot or bike.

2.) Chittenden County has housing goals for the decade of +/-1300 units for
Colchester alone. We cannot support the current commuters that we have,
how can we support the additional commuters when they arrive without the
circ?

just like they do in Burlington. Keeping traffic moving slowly on two lane
roads keeps our community "human scale". Widening roads would make our
compact village more like Williston Road discouraging pedestrians and
bicyclists for safety reasons. Residents and businesses depend on on-street
parking. A rotary at the 5 corners is also not desirable for safety

concerns. There is nothing more safe than all traffic stopping and being

| have lived in Jericho since 1990 and have appreciated the rural character
and sense of community—knowing our neighbors and helping each other.
Over the past 15 years, the number of houses have more than doubled along
our stretch of roadway threatening environmental quality and our community
structure. Key to that development has been the changes in land use and our
transportation system.

Land Use
Fifty years ago, there was relatively little pressure for development of land but
since that time, factor contributing to this problem include:

. “improved” road systems—people can live farther from their place of
employment.
. Big box stores have drained commerce from the towns and villages

so people have no choice but to drive to Williston or Burlington for groceries,
etc.

. Soaring property taxes have pressured landowners to subdivide and
persons moving into the area require town services, the town budgets
increase, taxes rise again and the system is spiraling out of control.

Transportation Issues

With little or no plan for public transportation and almost sole use of the
automobile, roadways are now taking over what little open land remains in the
Burlington area. Compounding the problem is lack of affordable housing
closer to Burlington.

| used to bicycle to work at UVM from Jericho and was hit by a van on
Williston Road. When | recovered, | continued to ride for several years using
an alternative route. Now there is no good way to get from Jericho to
Burlington even off peak hours because no “calm” roads lead in that direction.

| would like to offer a few thoughts and comments for the record as part of
the "scoping" phase of the Environmental Impact Study (EIS) for the
Circumferential Highway project. | find it odd that even though "all

options are on the table", the entire exercise for addressing local traffic
issues is still named after the old proposal which was found to be
inadequately studied and to inadequately assess the impact on the local
environment in which it was planned. | have attended two of your
presentations / public input sessions. In no particular order:

1. | am still not clear on what problems are trying to be solved or
addressed. Everyone seems to have different ideas about what is to be
accomplished. Until there is a clear consensus on what the problem is, how
can anyone find a solution? Is the problem that IBM employees can't get to
and from work as quickly and easily as they want? Is there too much through
traffic on 1-897? Is there too much traffic congestion through the Tafts
Corner area? Or is the "real" problem all the way over in Essex? I've heard
concerns that traffic is killing downtown Essex; that there isn't enough
access for emergency vehicles across the river; that Route 2A is
overcrowded. How about a prioritization of the problems? How about a
determination about which ones are real and of those which ones are
solvable, and of those which ones are worth solving and of those which are
the highest priority?

2. There is no magic bullet here and one road won't solve everything. As a
child, | remember a story about the first person to survive rabies. It

wasn't because someone found a miracle cure. It was because the doctors
treated each symptom as it presented itself. An incremental approach -
perhaps a similar approach could be of use here in Chittenden County to
address our traffic needs.

3. | believe a solution which solves one set of issues and creates an
equally disturbing new set is a bad idea. Bringing sprawl, noise,

pollution, and unsafe high speed traffic to areas which currently have much
less of these is short-sighted and divisive.

4. | am deeply concerned about the apparent attitude of the municipality in
Essex. Despite the fact that every other bypass debate | have ever heard
about or participated in involved the assertion that the ring road would

kill businesses in the bypassed area, Essex maintains that it is this road
and only this road that will bring their downtown back to life. | feel they
have been done in by their own poor decisions from past decades and that
the

Circ is not the answer.

5. I need much more information why emergency vehicle access across the
river needs to be improved. | am sure it would be nice, but is it really
necessary at this cost? How often has it been a problem in the past?
Communities on both sides of the river already maintain professional full
time emergency services. Williston ios in the process of enlarging,
upgrading and relocating their fire and police facilities. The new fire

station will be much closer to Essex than it is now.

6. Let's add another exit from 1-89 that feeds directly into the Tafts




Corners commercial parks instead of to IBM. There are probably more people
working in the commercial businesses than at IBM for much of the day and
there ceretainly are more visitors/customers. This could relieve a
considerable amount of congestion on that part of 2A.

7. How about a single lane access road from Route 2 to Redmond Road to
improve access for IBM?

8. The idea of putting any through road, let alone a major highway, so

close to three pre-existing housing developments and a K-4 Elementary
school

without very significant mitigation measures is irresponsible. The State

was within one judge's decision of doing just that. The State had ample
opportunity to put the road in before any of these were built, but failed to

do so.

9. | believe there are more global ways to try and address these issues.

If economic opportunities were less concentrated in Chittenden County,
perhaps there would be less need. If housing was more affordable throughout
the region, people could live closer to where they work and would not have
to commute so far. | do not expect you or your EIS to solve these problems,
but perhaps money would be better spent on issues such as these instead of
building more roads and creating new problems.

10. If there is no bridge across the river connecting to 1-289, there is no
truck traffic and the noise and safety concerns of a new road along the
original planned path of the highway are significantly reduced. | travel

[-89 through Burlington often during the morning rush hour. The only
problems | see are at the exits. The Circ won't reduce that as the people
getting off there need to be on 1-89 and not the Circ. The through traffic
moves along very well.

11. Even our worst intersections would not be considered especially bad in
many parts of the country. If we don't have their problems, why would we
use their solutions? Can't we learn from others' mistakes?

The Circumferential Highway project has many environmental impacts. One
is a benefit- moving traffic without waiting at the current intersections such as
the 5 corners. This is a net environmental benefit only if we assume that
traffic will increase. But it is poor public policy to encourage more driving.
Public policy ought to discourage driving, not provide tax-subsidized
infrastructure for more driving. The Circ proponents claim that traffic is
hindering economic development. But | don't agree that economic
development is an excuse for environmental impact. Despite the loud
protests of those who wish to drive more, the opposite is true- proponents of
additional development, whether of highways or housing developments, or
retail stores, ought to show how this work will reduce environmental impacts.

Second, | believe that the Circ as proposed will have the unintended
consequence of increased development near the highway. Sloganeers call
this “sprawl development”. Nothing has been done to prevent this. | have
heard the claim that local zoning can prevent this problem if the citizens so
choose. Any meaningful assessment of the environmental impact of the
project must address these land use issues as part of the planning process.

Third, a specific problem that must be dealt with is the fact that a major road
project breaks up wildlife habitats. Even if the total acreage affected is not
fatal, dividing the habitat makes the space unusable by wildlife. Many species
use a variety of habitats, and they must be able to move between them to
survive. If the road is to be built, its design must include overpasses or
underpasses to preserve the existing wildlife corridors.

Finally, in the long run, sustainable transportation infrastructure will have to
adapt to non-motorized transport such as bikes and walking, in combination
with public transportation backbones such as busses or light rail. In the short
term, the Circ could encourage this shift by providing a green belt as part of
the right of way, with a trail or bike path with motorized vehicles prohibited.
Such a path really needs to be separated from the roadway by more than just
curb. Some European examples have the paths divided from the road by a
median area with trees. ldeally, the path is at a different level than the
roadway by leaving natural hillside or adding berms. Each neighborhood is
served by tying their local sidewalks, trails, or bike paths to this greenbelt
path.

Rail
traffic will still mean stoppages despite a continuous-flow-through roundabout
design. | have driven on roundabouts of various sizes in other countries and
traffic circles that are more than two lanes wide and yet have a small
circumference ( less land dedicated to roads is less of an eyesore) make for
very nasty driving if there is heavy, or even continuous, traffic. Pollution from
lots of traffic going through town via the roundabout (as oppposed to traffic
bypassing town via a 'circ' highway) will still be present.

In regards to transport plans in general: | urge the investment in renewing

Section A&B of the Circ needs to be constructed ASAP. Look at the amount
of money already spent on the design of the highway and the acquisition of
the right-of-ways. Look at the lost jobs at IBM, from 8000 to 6000, in the past
few years, which may have been somewhat due to the lack of this leg of the
highway. Look at the worst scenario if IBM pulled out entirely, if this section
does not get built soon. Look at all the housing and commercial complexes
already built in the near vicinity of this R.O.W. for easy access to work and I-
89 to minimize air pollution. Heavy traffic from north and east of Essex could
get on the existing Circ, and then go on this new leg either to IBM or
Burlington all on 89 or 289. This would greatly reduce air pollution and save
time.

As to mass transit, such as busses, rail or even car pooling; there are not
enough people going to certain places (except maybe IBM) to warrant
planning or designing for these systems. Park and ride maybe. Historically
the Chittenden Bus System can't justify its existence, without extensive
subsidy from the communities they serve. Many busses at peak time are
nearly empty. Governor Dean’s 30 million choo-choo train is now parked for
lack of riders. VT does not and may never have large enough density at
specific locations to warrant mass transit.

Back to Section A&B, plans should be designed to provide sufficient
earth and stumps to create noise berms where needed to minimize negative
impacts for existing and future developments or businesses etc. This can be
accomplished by lowering the road by a few feet if necessary. The existing
Circ should have had more noise berms then it has for future buffering of
future development.

As stated in the past, the asphalt paving is very critical for long term
duration. There are two main elements of concern in its design. The
thickness should be in the 5” range (not 9”) as was done in |-89 in Georgia-St.
Albans new re-built road. This is primarily for heat sink resulting in wheel ruts.
Another factor is too much liquid asphalt which allows the stones to slide
more, when they should be prevented from moving to provide stronger
asphalt. State specs require more asphalt than the run of the mill paving mix
which perform better that the States’ roads. Another area to look at is for a
thicker final (wearing coat) which will not lift off the base coat as most State
highways do. | would offer to discuss this in more detail with your engineers.

| will keep my comments brief because you should already have comments
that Jim Purdy wrote up from our meeting together. | appreciated being able
to speak with him.

Since our meeting | have learned a very troubling fact and hereby request an
answer to my question from those representing the federal government and
the State of Vemont in the EIS. The Circ EIS website states that "the study is
being conducted by VTrans as the sponsoring agency and FHWA as the lead
federal agency, with support from the Chittenden County Metropolitan
Planning Organization (CCMPO) and the Chittenden County Regional
Planning Commission (CCRPC). CCMPO and CCRPC are respectively
responsible for the Metropolitan Transportation Plan and the Chittenden
County Regional Plan; they provide specific expertise in transportation and
land use." How can the CCMPO be considered a supporting agency when
their present TIP (Transportation Inprovement Program) includes sections A
and B of the Circ Highway? That means they are already officially committed
to sections A and B of the Circ. Does Vtrans also sign off on the TIP? If
CCMPO needs to participate should they be required to remove sections A
and B of the Circ from the TIP until the EIS is completed? It appears to me
that the CCMPO presently has a conflict of interest. Given that both the
CCMPO and VTRANS were the ones that originally failed to meet the federal
requirements for a study of alternatives and a look at growth impacts from the
Circ, how is a citizen supposed to be assured that this new EIS is not just
'business as usual'. Having followed the Circ Highway since the fall of 1992, |
have seen plenty of 'business as usual'.

In addition, the CCMPO recently approved (Jan. 2005) a new MTP. Despite
the fact that a new CIRC EIS is being done as required under federal law, the
new MTP supports in the section labeled "Recommended MTP Alternative"
(page 45)"completion of committed transportation programs in the CCMPO
TIP, including Circumferential Highway segments A and B...". All analysis in
the MTP was done with the assumption that Circ Highway sections A and B
are built. The Colchester sections of the Circ (segments G,H,I, and J)are also
recommended in the MTP, although the analysis does not assume that those
sections are necessarily built.

A seperate concern is that you double check all the data that you use in
preparing the EIS. | am particulary sensitive to this because | raised
guestions about two charts in the MTP that analyzed alternatives. After it
became clear that the Freeways column in Table 5-4 in the MTP
underreported the cost of the Circ by $74 million and Table 5-7 Refined
Alternative A underreported the cost of the Circ by $30.4 million, the CCMPO
agreed to correct the figures mentioned.

I look forward to a response. Thank you very much.

| am submitting comments to inquire whether certain issues that come to my
mind when considering construction of the Williston section of the Circ
Highway will be addressed as part of the EIS:

1. Much publicity has been given in recent years to the stormwater discharge
problems facing many developments in Chittenden County. If the Williston
section were to be constructed, could this possibly contribute to the runoff into
neighboring streams (I presume Allen Brook)? If so, is there a way to
measure what contamination of the stream is attributable to the highway and
what is attributable to the neighboring developments? As | understand it,
obtaining updated storm water discharge permits has been difficult for
developments. | also understand that pending further investigation of the
issue as well as a decision by the VT Courts, it is possible in the future that
developments could be forced to install and pay for very expensive filtration
systems to control their discharges, and/or to apply for Federal as well as
State discharge permits. It would be unacceptable for the contamination of
the stream to be made worse by the highway and have the residents of the
neighboring developments foot the bill for the cleanup.

2. As a resident of Brennan Woods, | am deeply concerned about the noise
level that will be generated by the highway. | know there have been
discussions about noise barriers, etc., but | cannot see that any type of barrier
will keep highway traffic noise from contaminating the neighborhood.

3. Safety - with the expected proximity of the highway (per what I think is the
most recent design) to a neighborhood with many, many children, | fear there
are simply tragic accidents waiting to happen.

4. | will wrap up by stating my concern about the financial impact on
neighboring residents. Much of many Vermont families' wealth exists in the
equity they have built in their primary residences. | think it is undeniable that
running a busy highway so close to a number of residential neighborhoods will
have significant negative impact on the value of those properties. | am not
convinced there is sufficient benefit to be gained by construction of the
highway to justify robbing these people of even part of the equity in their
homes. | understand some contend that construction of the highway will
benefit the economic progress of Chittenden County as a whole, and | do
support that concept, but | do not feel it should happen at the expense of
Williston residents. |s there another route for the highway that could serve the
same purpose without creating the kinds of problems that arise by running it in
such close proximity to private residences?

| believe the proposed Circumferential highway would be a waste of a huge
amount of public funds. Here are the (much cheaper) alternatives that | feel
should be examined more closely:

We should make a greater commitment to public transit. The bus
system in Chittenden County should be funded in a more centralized manner
than the town-by-town fragmented way it is funded now. It also is not frequent
enough or broad enough to serve the community effectively. In addition, rail is
a real possibility between Essex Junction, Burlington, and St. Albans and
should be explored.

More aggressively implementing plans to reduce single occupancy
vehicles. Many other companies in the U.S have implemented such plans
successfully.

Despite all of the talk of land use planning, we could certainly
strengthen our town centers more than we are now.

In addition, there are several route 2A improvements that could be
made, including widening and the use of roundabouts.

Increased support for bike and pedestrian transportation needs.

Here are the issues | believe the EIS should examine closely:

The effect of the Circ on sprawl and the detrimental effect on the
vitality of our town centers should be explored fully. This includes not
assuming that zoning is going to control sprawl. Common sense and
experience in every other city with a beltway has shown this, no matter what
zoning is imposed by outlying communities. This sprawl destroys the unique
character of those communities. These facts are directly related to the quality
of life we have in our state: we should instead be reducing our auto
dependency and protecting our local communities by looking at mass transit
and other options.

The effect of the Circ on wildlands and agricultural lands, especially in
eastern Chittenden County. Another side effect of sprawl will be to take prime
agricultural lands out of production, as well as to destroy the declining amount
of wild lands in our county.

Planners need to accept the possibility that if we build a road for IBM,
they could depart shortly after. It is no secret that the main driving force
behind the Circ is concern for IBM. IBM will not leave simply because we don't
build the Circ. IBM itself has acknowledged that global market conditions, not
the construction of a single highway, determines its employment decisions
here. If the decision is made to build an alternative road for IBM's use, which
is really what the Circ is all about, they should be required to commit to stay.

There is no evidence that the Circ will relieve congestion in the county
and realistic models should address this question. Studies to date show that
conditions will worsen at many intersections such as Five Corners in Essex
Junction, and countywide traffic will increase because of Circ construction.
The reality is, experience in other states has shown that new highways
typically increase congestion, not relieve it.




The EIS should address the economic and jobs question directly,
since evidence indicates that the Circ would not create jobs, but just shift
them. Researchers who have looked at other beltways have found they have
done little to improve a region's economy. In fact, such a highway will hurt our
economy since we depend so much on a quality of life factor that a beltway
degrades. In fact, jobs are more likely to be shifted from town centers to
farther out areas.

The EIS should address how we will fund other transportation needs
when the Circ takes away so many dollars for its construction and future
maintenance. Our state cannot keep up with maintaining our current system
of crumbling interstate, bridge, and secondary road system. The Circ takes
away valuable dollars from these projects and, once it is built, it adds another
large burden on future maintenance.

The EIS should address the water and air pollution side effects of the
Circ. Stormwater pollution from the highway will increase pollution runoff into
already impaired waters, such as Allen Brook, Indian Brook, Sunderland
Brook and Lake Champlain. This will cause increased algae blooms and
beach closings. Air pollution is likely to worsen, and the increased sprawl will
affect the wildlife and agricultural communities in eastern Chittenden County.

widened and serve as bypass around the congested areas and would also
serve to funnel commercial and retail traffic into Essex Jct. and Essex Center.
That's what this is all about really is making sure the retail and commercial
areas of Essex and Essex Jct are being given easy access to interstate traffic.
